Agency Introduction

Hong Kong Children & Youth Services is a multi-social
service agency. The Agency provides social services
including Integrated Family Services, Clinical
Psychological Service, Integrated Home Care Services,
Small Group Homes, Foster Care Service, Integrated
Children & Youth Services Centre, After-School Care
Service, Children and Youth Centre, School Social Work
Service, District Youth Outreaching Social Work Service,
Overnight Outreaching Service, Counselling Centre for
Psychotropic Substances Abusers.

Service Introduction

Agency-based Enhancement of Professional Staff
Support Services (ABPSS) provide additional social work
services and clinical psychological support services to
better meet the special needs of the children and youth
in care of Residential Care Homes2 (RCHs) and to early
identify their problems for early intervention.

Purpose and objectives

The purpose and objectives of the services are as follows:

- To provide special designed group activities or social
and recreational activities to address the special
needs of the children and youth in care and/or their
parents/carers.

- To provide professional advice, consultation and
training to home staff in RCHs regarding management
of the children and youth in care.

- To provide clinical assessments/consultations/
treatments to facilitate the cognitive, emotional and
behavioral development of children and youth in care
on one-off/short-term basis or during the period of
awaiting long-term clinical psychological service.

Nature of service / Mode of

service delivery
The Services provided included:

- clinical/intellectual assessments;

- clinical consultations/treatments;

- education for the parents/carers of the children and
youth in care;

- training for home staff;

- group activities in addressing the special needs of
children and youth in care and/or their parents/
carers; and

- social and recreational activities in addressing the
special needs of children and youth in care and/or
their parents/carers.

Target groups

Children and youth under the care of Small Group
Homes of the Agency with special needs such as
learning difficulties, attention deficit,
hyperactivity disorder, autism and speech
impairment, developmental delay, etc. as well as
their parents/carers.

Service Charges

Casework Service: Free

Group/Program: As designated for individual
group/program

Service Application and Withdrawal
Service users may make application through social
workers of Agency’s Small Group Homes. Service
users who wish to withdraw from the service may
make direct request to the responsible social
worker/clinical psychologist for suitable
arrangement.
