And Farhan’'s “the only social
worker” brought him to explore the world, discovered his ability and transformed him into a stronger one to face
the difficulties.

Exhorting Peers to Study Hard by His Own Story

The reality hurts. The young Farhan had been a supermarket worker and a construction
worker. Although the job changed, the fact of being discriminated did not. When other
colleagues finished their work at 6, Farhan had to work until 8 as his boss commanded.
‘Education is important but we are too young to understand that. People don’t respect you
if you don’t have any education. My life was meaningless during that period of time because
| only had working life but no social life,” Farhan said.

Farhan decided to return to school after working for one and half year. He changed a lot
after that. The boy became the one that concentrated on study and had got good grades.
Farhan also shared his story with his classmates. ‘| had faced the reality, | came back from
reality so I have told them that: you guys should look at me, | should have graduated 2 years
ago, but | am still studying Form 6. | had wasted my time, now | am suffering. So why you
guys are wasting your time?’ Farhan said. Although his story did not change all the young
minds, but some of them had learnt from him and thus worked really hard.

Meeting School Social Worker Again Life on Life

After returning to school, Farhan seldom played cricket. He repeatedly rejected his friends’
invitations at first, and reluctantly agreed to play for one day at last. On that day, he met
Johnny, who was the social worker of his school for Form 1 and 2. Johnny is the team
manager who is the only motivation for Farhan to join the training.

When Farhanwas Form 1and 2, he always asked Johnny for help once he gotany problems.
The sporty boy had no idea about the difficulties in applying for organizing events in school,
and always asked Johnny to do that. No matter what, Johnny always says yes and never
turns him down, which has made Farhan trust him and called him as his “only social worker”.

Farhan has learned the moral value from Johnny and applied this to his daily life. One of
his friend never studied and even never opened books. When this friend told Farhan that
he wanted to study, Farhan responded, “You can start studying at any time. Just if you are
willing to do, you can do it.” He never discourages people just like the way Johnny does.
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Getting the Chance and Learning to be Responsible

Johnny introduced Farhan into the Centre to work as an assistant of the cricket team in
2015. As an assistant, Farhan had to organize various kinds of activities, like barbeque
and hiking. It was the first time for Farhan to take care of everything and shoulder the
responsibility: “The experience makes me become a responsible person as | have this
opportunity to run a team on my own and organize things.” Farhan and Johnny are the
powerful backings of each other while handling the matters of cricket team. "He told me
that, when | need any help, just call him, he never says no. When he needs anything, | never
say no too.” Although the job was not bothering him, Farhan decided to quit the job and

prepare for HKDSE.

Farhan has just finished HKDSE now and is exploring the future path. He advised and
encouraged other youngsters to work hard and never make excuses because one is never
too late to learn.
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
