Although Daisy rejected to have a further conversation with her that night, the stranger
named as Yellow has become one of the most important people in her life.

“I didn’t need to bring the school bag back home as it was empty.” Daisy laughed. Daisy did
not have any interest in studying during her secondary school. She hung around in public
places smoking, chatting with friends and seeing others fighting after school. She just
wanted to idle away all her time. She realised that she had got more than 20 demerits and
1 minor offence in a secondary school when she was reading through her academic report
and she remembered that she was regarded as a bad student at that time. In light of her
conduct problems, Daisy always argued with her mother. “My families have always blamed
me instead of understanding my thought.” Compared with her home where was full of
arguments, she preferred wandering around the streets with her friends which.

The young night drifter was the target of outreaching social workers, which resulted in
the incident of “constellation magazine”. Daisy resisted contacting with Yellow until she
found out her friends enjoyed the close relationship with Yellow, who turned out to be
someone who gained trust from Daisy. Yellow is always the one who keeps Daisy company
and suggests possible solutions.

Daisy has a great relationship with her father since she was small. However, dating was the
only thing that Dad forbade Daisy to do. After coincidentally discovering the fact that Daisy
was in a relationship, her father no longer talked to her, nor listened to her explanation.
The relationship between them had deteriorated. The situation made Daisy feel sad. Daisy
and her father tended to keep the words
to themselves rather than expressing
their feelings to each other. But this time,
encouraged by Yellow, Daisy crossed
her psychological barrier and texted
her feelings to her Dad. The message
successfully relieved the tension between
two of them. Since then, his attitude has
improved a lot although he seldom plays
an active role in re-establishing a healthy
relationship.

A twist which turned Daisy into a diligent student happened when Daisy was a Form 3
student. “It was bad to be looked down upon. So, an idea suddenly came to my mind. | wanted
to get good grades. | wanted to study hard.” Regarding this, Yellow did not only tutor herin
mathematics, but also invited other post-secondary students as her tutors. The support
from Yellow and teachers in school motivated Daisy to work harder.

Besides studies, Yellow also helped Yellow prepare for the future. Recommended by
Yellow, Daisy joined various kinds of activities in the Centre, including being the master of
ceremonies, making handicrafts and selling them in a flower market. “I had been stereotyped
as a bad student who seldom had these chances. Thanks to Yellow, | have gone on a special
journey that others did not experience at all.” Daisy said. When Daisy was in Form 5 and
she was going to graduate, she did not have any directions. Yellow thus encouraged her to
try different things to discover her interest which may become her life-long career. One of
the courses Daisy joined was making natural skincare products. Yellow also invited Daisy
to be a tutor in schools after training. Daisy recalled the first day of being a tutor, "l was so
nervous, but Yellow was with me and kept everything running smoothly.” Now, Daisy still
makes some products to make extra money.

The 19-year-old girl is currently a student in the department of Social Work. “Yellow is
the person who influences her most. I've met a good social worker, who makes me believe
the magic between people, one influences another.” She decided to work in the field of
outreaching social work hoping to help the teenagers she used to be.
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
